Causing much sensation with her online -and also real life- interventions, Yoani Sánchez is the protagonist
of the Cuban Blogger movement. Her Blog Generation Y (www.desdecuba.com) imposingly mirrors the
repressive implications of Cuban politics on every-day-life. She is winning international prices and
receiving invitations all over the world, but the government refuses to let her leave the country. Moreover,
since March 2008, it has enforced a computer filter that prevents access to her website, so that Yoani
depends on solidarity of friends off the Island to post her texts on the web. Also, Generation Y can not be
accessed in Cuba.
