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MEP Solé calls on the EU for more engagement with Civil society

"The vast region covered by this report, the Broader Middle East, has undergone profound changes over
the last decade."

"On the other hand, a successful authoritarian restoration across the region following the years of the Arab
Uprisings from 2011 with severe negative implications for fundamental freedoms, political and human
rights."

"We must condemn the severe and pervasive state repression of human rights defenders, activists,
journalists and perceived critics throughout the region."

"We call on the EU to make engagement with civil society a priority and aim at concrete commitments at
respective human rights dialogues."
