  Returns Regulation  Next Monday in the LIBE Committee, MEPs will vote on the Parliament's position on the ReturnsRegulation ahead of trilogue negotiations, which seeks to overhaul the existing Returns Directive from2008. The regulation, which is being fast tracked through Parliament and could be voted on in plenarylater next week, contains a raft of draconian measures. The regulation could see extremely long detentionperiods, including the detention of unaccompanied minors as well as the establishment of offshore returnhubs and harsh punitive measures towards migrants.
